Morning Routine in Class R.
I would like the children to hang their PE bags up and put their own book bags into the box by the door and then, find their name on the register board. Children can choose any of the activities that I have put out on the tables. Parents are very welcome to stay for this settling in time and Mrs Egerton and I are free for you to ask any questions that you may have. When the rest of the children come into school, I will ring the wind chime so that we can then gather on the carpet to introduce the day, and say good bye to parents.
End of the Day Routine
The children will have a story/singing at the end of the day- please come in and join in our story and recall of the day if you are able, if not please wait in the playground and we will meet you outside. We finish our school day at 3:15pm.
Please write on the board and /or tell us if your child is to be picked up by someone else. Thank you.
Over the page, I have planned our topic of ‘Ourselves’ for this term, incorporating the ideas and the children’s interests.  If you can offer any help with any topics or resources that we might need please come and see me or Mrs Egerton.
Just a reminder that our PE day is Thursday, but please have kits in all week as we will go out at any time.
We also have a new friend in Key Stage 1, called Tiny Ted – Watch this space!
There will also be a speaking and listening activity, called ‘the surprise box’. Watch this space for more details.
Next week, your child will come home with a story book and some keywords to learn please comment on how you and your child have worked with these in the reading record book. There will also be a library book which can be changed as often as you like in the morning activities when you come into school – please tick on the list when you have changed your book.

As our Eco-theme is ‘Exploring and protecting the School Grounds/Biodiversity’ and we will be taking every opportunity to get out and about in the school grounds. We go on regular ‘Welly Walks and Explorer Morning on Tuesday, in Class R and are not put off by a bit of rain!
PLEASE make sure that your child has a waterproof coat and wellies in school every day! 
We encourage the children to drink water throughout the day – please bring a named water bottle and place in the tray by the door.
