Problem–solving and Numeracy activities.
Key vocabulary to use: 
Number names 1-10,1-20,How many? more/less/count/count on/count back/number before/after/one more/one less, to estimate before counting,
Class R have been learning to… Estimate a number of objects that can be checked by counting. Read and write numerals from 1-20  then beyond.
How many doors?

Go around your home and help your child to count all your doors. Then help them to draw and write numbers on the doors. Can you count the windows too? How many (if any) animals or people do you have in your house? Can you count them?
