Key vocabulary to use - Heavy, light, heavier, lighter, heaviest, lightest, middle-sized, kilogram
Class R have been learning to compare objects by weight, and sorting things into ‘too heavy to pick up’ and ‘light enough to pick up’.
‘Heavy and light

Two similar carrier bags, heavy and light objects

Ask your child to find two objects, one heavy and one light, and put each one into a similar carrier bag. Then encourage them to ask different people at home to hold the bags and ask which they think is heavy and which is light.
In our Literacy work we are thinking about what a baby needs and why milk is good for us. Try this milk shake activity at home…

1. Make different types of milkshakes with your child. Replace the banana with one of the following ingredients: 

· Strawberries 

· Pears 

· Blueberries 

· Chocolate Syrup
2. For a special treat, put in a scoop of vanilla ice cream.

1. What ingredient gives the milkshake it's taste?
2. Why is the milkshake so cold?
3. If you make two different types of shakes, discuss what makes the two taste and look different. 
4. Why is milk good for you?
