	Personal, Social and Emotional Development


	This term the children will continue to develop their relationships with their peers and other adults. The focus of the first half term will be on growing up and changing. We will look at how they have changed socially and emotionally as they have grown up. During the second half term will we be focusing on ‘people who help us’ in our everyday lives.

	Language, Literacy and Communication


	The main focus this term will be on securing our knowledge of all phonemes (letter sounds) and learning all the graphemes (letter names) through the Jolly Phonics and Letters and Sounds programmes. We will be looking at digraphs (two letters together making one sound). We will be focusing on segmenting and blending words when reading and writing. We will continue to use full stops and capital letters in reading and writing and also look at writing using finger spaces. This term we will be concentrating on handwriting and pencil grip and control. The children will continue to do guided and individual reading in class. Speaking and listening will continue to be an important part of all activities in the classroom. 

	Problem solving, Reasoning and Numeracy

	This term we will be focusing on number, data, height, weight and length. The children will be learning to count to 50 and back to 0 in ones confidently starting at any given number. They will then progress to counting in tens to a hundred and twos to twenty. They will continue to do addition and subtraction. The children will begin to look at measuring height, length and weight of different objects, including people. This will be reinforced in our role- play areas as a Doctor’s Surgery and Vets.

	Knowledge and Understanding of the World
	The topics for the Summer term will be growing this half term and ‘people who help us’ next half term. We will be focusing on people growing and changing first. The children will be looking at different stages of growing up. Then we will look at plants growing and what plants need to grow. We will also be looking mini beasts and pond life and going on a ‘bug hunt’. We will be talking about parts of plants and going on a ‘plant hunt’ around the school grounds. After half term we will be talking about ‘people who help us’, these will include doctors, nurses, fire fighters, police, teachers, safety crossing patrol and vets. We are hoping to arrange visits from some of these people. The children will continue to use the ICT suite and ‘log- off and on’ themselves. We will be looking at using text on the computers. 

	Physical Development


	The PE focus this term will be on dance and outdoor games. In outdoor games the children will be learning how to send and receive balls and bean bags, use bats and balls, throw into a target and skip with a rope. We will also be learning and playing playground games and practising for sports day. There will be lots of opportunities for outdoor play - using ride on equipment, sandpit, water play, outside role play and other equipment.

	Creative Development


	Music this term will focus on learning new songs and playing musical instruments. The children will learn growth related songs.  The art work will continue to be topic related and will include painting, drawing, pastels, play dough, plasticene and marbling. They will also be learning to weave a pattern and to use different techniques to join materials together.
