Problem–solving and Numeracy activities.

Key vocabulary to use:
Number names 1-10,add,and,more,makes,How many?
number names , add,and,more,less,forwards,backwards,take away, count back,makes,leaves.

Class R have been learning to……Understand that adding is increasing a set by a given number,counting on 1 or 2 to find the total, Calculating-Begin to use language involved in addition/subtraction.

To begin to relate addition to combining 2 groups of objects..
