	Personal, Social and Emotional Development


	This term the children will continue to work co-operatively together and to reinforce our school code and class rules.The focus will be on manners and sharing. We will be looking at different cultures and the beliefs of others and to set achievable goals for ourselves. We will be learning more about ‘how to be a good learner’ and the skills that we need.


	Language, Literacy and Communication


	The main focus this term will be on learning all phonemes (letter sounds) and graphemes (letter names) through the Jolly Phonics and Letters and Sounds programmes. We will be focusing on segmenting and blending words orally. The children will be looking at rhyme, alliteration, characters and instructions. They will begin to identify non- fiction and fiction books. They will be looking at the correct use of full stops and capital letters in their reading and writing. The children will continue to do guided and individual reading in class. Speaking and listening will continue to be an important part of all activities in the classroom.

	Problem solving, Reasoning and Numeracy

	This term we will be focusing on number, data, money, time, shape and space. The children will be learning to count to 30 and back to 0 in ones confidently starting at any given number. They will continue to do addition and subtraction. The children will begin to look at different coins and the value of them. They will be using coins in the role- play area as a café and a shop. We will also be introducing key times in the day and telling the o’clock times. 



	Knowledge and Understanding of the World
	We will be continuing to explore the school grounds and our school environment through our weekly Explorer mornings. (TUESDAY)
The topics for the Spring term will be food this half term and plants and growing next half term. We will be focusing on different foods and discussing where and how they are made/grown and which are healthy and unhealthy. The children will be making healthy sandwiches, healthy pancakes, trifles, fruit salads and/or healthy pizzas. The children will continue to use the ICT suite and they will begin to learn to ‘log- on and off’ themselves. They will create their own pictures using a program called ‘2Simple modelling’. As part of our Religious Education the children will be learning about the ‘Chinese New Year’ and ‘The story of Easter’. 



	Physical Development


	The PE focus this term will be on gym and dance. The children will be gaining confidence in the hall using all the gym apparatus. This involves climbing, jumping, balancing and going under, over and through apparatus. The dance focus will be on awareness of space and moving to music. The children will be creating sequences and performing them in front of their peers. There will be lots of opportunities for outdoor play - using ride on equipment, sandpit, water play and other equipment.

	Creative Development


	Music this term will focus on exploring pitch and using instruments. The children will learn food and farming, planting related songs.  The art work will continue to be topic related and will include painting, drawing, collage, messy play. Junk modelling in the Invention area, pastels, play dough and marbling. They will also be learning to sew a picture using needles and wool.
